Collect Post Communion 

Almighty and everlasting God, 

you are always more ready to hear than we to pray 

and to give more than either we desire or deserve: 

pour down upon us the abundance of your mercy, 

forgiving us those things of which our conscience is

which we are not worthy to ask 

but through the merits and mediation 

of Jesus Christ your Son our Lord, 

who is alive and reigns with you, 

in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 

one God, now and for ever. 

God of all mercy, 

in this eucharist you have set aside our sins 

and given us your healing: 

grant that we who are made whole in Christ 

may bring that healing to this broken world, 

in the name of Jesus Christ our Lord. 

New Testament Reading Acts 17: 22-28 
22 Then Paul stood in front of the Areopagus and said, “Athenians, I see how 

extremely religious you are in every way. 23 For as I went through the city and 

looked carefully at the objects of your worship, I found among them an altar with 

the inscription, ‘To an unknown god.’ What therefore you worship as unknown, 

this I proclaim to you. 24 The God who made the world and everything in it, he who 

is Lord of heaven and earth, does not live in shrines made by human hands, 25 nor is 

he served by human hands, as though he needed anything, since he himself gives to 

all mortals life and breath and all things. 26 From one ancestor he made all nations 

to inhabit the whole earth, and he allotted the times of their existence and the 

boundaries of the places where they would live, 27 so that they would search for 

God and perhaps grope for him and find him—though indeed he is not far from 

each one of us. 28 For ‘In him we live and move and have our being’; as even some 

of your own poets have said, 

‘For we too are his offspring.’ 

This is the word of the Lord.

Gospel John 1:1-4 and 10-14 

When the Gospel is announced the reader says 

Hear the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John. 

All  Glory to you, O Lord.  
1 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was 

God. 2 He was in the beginning with God. 3 All things came into being through him, 

and without him not one thing came into being. What has come into being 4 in him 

was life, and the life was the light of all people. 
10 He was in the world, and the world came into being through him; yet the world 

did not know him. 11 He came to what was his own, and his own people did not 

accept him. 12 But to all who received him, who believed in his name, he gave 

power to become children of God, 13 who were born, not of blood or of the will of 

the flesh or of the will of man, but of God. 
14 And the Word became flesh and lived among us, and we have seen his glory, the 

glory as of a father's only son, full of grace and truth.  

This is the Gospel of the Lord.
